Mercier sold his
first cartoon to
Smith’s Weekly in

1923. Continuing with freelance sales to the
diggers’ magazine Aussie, the Bulletin, the

Melbourne Punch, the Melbourne Herald, the
Sydney Sportsman and the ABC Weekly. He
also made money with humorous cartoons for
advertising campaigns. His 1927 brochure for
Advanx Tyres included the caption 'invite us to
your flat'.
