Joyce won numerous prizes and was highly
regarded.
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EDMUND HARVEY of Castlecrag studied
with Julian Ashton and at the Académie in
Paris. Arthur Streeton hailed him as 'a clever
young painter from Sydney.' His painted
portraits and landscapes were largely
traditional in style
