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JILL POULTON lived in Chatswood. She wrote
about Adelaide Ironside who was the first
Australian artist to study overseas. Ironside lived on

the northern shore of Sydney Harbour in the mid
1800s.

There are few records of Adelaide's life on the North Shore.
During 1854/55, the Ironside ladies lived at Crows Nest.
