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BIM HILDER was a carpenter for the
architect, Walter Burley Griffin, a designer for
the theatre, shop windows, film and puppet
sets and, during World War II, as a
camouflage artist. In 1962 Hilder began
teaching part­time at the East Sydney
Technical College's art school and in the same
year won a competition for a "wall
enrichment" for the new Reserve Bank
building in Martin Place. This led to many
public commissions, including the memorial
fountain to Griffin in Castlecrag in 1965.
